	 Μπροστά μας και πάλι η ιστορική επέτειος 
του “ΟΧΙ”. Εξήντα οκτώ χρόνια μας χωρίζουν από τη 
φθινοπωρινή εκείνη αυγή του 1940, όπου, στις τρεις 
παρά δέκα το πρωί, ο Ιταλός πρεσβευτής Γκράτσι 
παραδίδει στα χέρια του πρωθυπουργού της Ελλάδος Ι. 
Μεταξά, στο σπίτι του στην Κηφισιά, το τελεσίγραφο, 
“Παραδώστε την Ελλάδα” και του δίνει περιθώριο 
τρεις ώρες.

	 Η απάντηση του Ι. Μεταξά ήταν το θρυλικό 
“ΟΧΙ”. Με το στόμα του ΄Ελληνα πρωθυπουργού 
μίλησε ολόκληρος ο Ελληνικός λαός. Έτσι η μικρή 
Ελλάδα βρέθηκε μέσα στη θύελλα του Β΄ Παγκοσμίου 
Πολέμου σε μία κρίσιμη για την ανθρωπότητα στιγμή, 
όπου τα περισσότερα Ευρωπαϊκά κράτη είχαν σαρωθεί 
από τον επιδρομέα. Όρθιοι έμεναν μόνο οι Άγγλοι, 
μα κι αυτοί χαροπάλευαν κάτω από το ανελέητο 
σφυροκόπημα της Γερμανικής Αεροπορίας. Παγκόσμια 
ήταν η συγκίνηση από το Ελληνικό “ΟΧΙ”.

	 Η μικρή, φτωχή, σχεδόν άοπλη Ελλάδα μπαίνει 
στο στίβο του Β΄ Παγκοσμίου Πολέμου ν΄ αγωνιστεί για 
το δίκαιο, για την τιμή και ελευθερία της, για την τιμή 
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και ελευθερία του Ανθρώπου. Όλοι, όμως, περίμεναν 
το γονάτισμα της μικρούλας Ελλάδας μπροστά στον 
Ιταλικό κολοσσό των 45 εκατομμυρίων μέσα σε λίγες 
μέρες. Ο αγώνας ήταν άνισος, ώστε κανείς δεν πίστευε 
στη νίκη.

	 Ο πόλεμος αρχίζει “νῦν ὑπέρ πάντων ἀγών”. Τα 
Ελληνικά νιάτα βαδίζουν πάνω στα απάτητα χιονισμένα 
βουνά με το τραγούδι στα χείλη, με τη φλόγα στην 
καρδιά. Ο μεγαλύτερος όμως εχθρός τους δεν ήταν οι 
Ιταλοί αλλά ο χειμώνας, η πείνα, η κούραση, η αϋπνία, 
η έλλειψη πυρομαχικών, οι ψείρες, το πολικό ψύχος, τα 
κρυοπαγήματα. Ατέλειωτες πορείες, λάσπες, βροχές, 
χιόνια, πάγος, τραυματισμοί, θάνατος. Τα Ελληνικά 
βουνά βάφτηκαν στο αίμα.

	 Αξίζει όμως να δούμε, πώς ο μεγάλος μας 
ποιητής Οδυσσέας Ελύτης περιγράφει την πορεία των 
στρατιωτών μας πάνω στα Αλβανικά βουνά, όπως 
ακριβώς την έζησε.

Ο Ελύτης με την έναρξη του πολέμου κατατάχθηκε ως 
ανθυπολοχαγός στη διοίκηση του Στρατηγείου του Α΄ 
Σώματος Στρατού και στις 13 Δεκεμβρίου μετατέθηκε 
στη ζώνη πυρός.

It is significant that the main character of Meyer’s novels, 
Roy Edwards, is a vampire who desires to reject his 
beastly inclinations.  His entire family has chosen to deny 
their distorted nature and live as vegetarians.  Instead of 
succumbing to their animal instincts, they have chosen a 
higher path, choosing not to feed on the “blood” of other 
human beings.  This too is the primary message of the 
New Testament!  We are challenged to reject the self-cen-
tered urges that characterize our disfigured nature and, 
through the grace of Christ, strive to live according to a 
higher calling.  We are called to feed each other, rather 
than feed on one another!  This is the reason why it is so 
important that we offer our respective gifts, strengths, and 
talents to one another, for the Image of God within invites 
us to live for the benefit of our spiritual family ever grow-
ing and maturing in a bond of love.

An insightful theological message concerning the wis-
dom of Holy Scripture may be discerned in one of Charles 
Shultz’s humorous Charlie Brown Comic Strips.  While on 
a cruise, Charlie Brown and Lucy are preparing to open 
their respective folding chairs on the ship’s deck. “Have 
you ever noticed how people face their chairs?” Lucy asks.  
“Some face the back so they can see where they have been.  
Others face the front of the ship so they can see where they 
are headed. Still others, open them facing the sides of the 
ship to see where they are.  What direction do you face 
Charlie Brown?”  “I do not know,” Charlie answers, “I am 
having a problem figuring out how to open my chair!”

Who is Sydney Noel? Miss Noel is the face of so many of 
our teenagers today who are seeking viable solutions to life’s 
dilemmas.  In the end, the world-view that our contempo-
rary youth chooses to accept, and the way they choose to 
live, will be characterized by their self-image, the way they 
see themselves.  To a large extent, their self-identities will 
be governed by the books they choose to open, and the 
groom they choose to accept.  

Unlike Charlie Brown’s cruise ship deck chair, the Sacred 
Scriptures are easily opened and can provide them the 
comfort, direction and guidance they so desperately need.  
Based on the historical context of where we as God’s family 
have been, the Bible offers them valuable wisdom for their 
current situations, in light of the Church’s future destina-
tion.  Let us then do what we can to introduce them to this 
Book of Life – written “in the past” for their current “edi-
fication and hope” (Romans 15:4). Let us help them live in 
the Light rather than watch them grope in the twilight!
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
